Bears to Support Goshen Latrine Project 
Based on an emailing earlier in January, the Goshen Bears membership has decided to 

sponsor the Goshen Latrine Project much like we did the ªBring Back Camp Tiakº project in the 
Fall of 2005.  All Bears who have a currently valid email address were contacted and asked to 
respond if they did not favor extending sponsorship to this event.  There are presently almost 200 
email addresses in our Goshen Bear email distribution list.  Of those Bears, only two negative 
responses were received.   Based on this result, Head Bear Susie Lewis has said that we will sponsor
the Goshen Latrine Project.  New Bear certificates will be awarded to any participants who are not 
presently Bears and special certificates will be given to all others.  As with the Workends, claws will 
also be awarded.

The Rangers have already started tearing down the old latrines and preparing for the new 
ones. Before camp opens this summer we'll have about 39 or 40 new latrines in place. The Rangers 
will prefabricate the new structures, bury the pit vaults, and prepare the sites.  Our job will be to 
assemble the above ground building part of each latrine. The assembly work will take place on two 
weekends ± April 20-22 and April 27-29. Just like on our normal Workends, food, a place to sleep,
showers, and plenty of work will be provided. This time work crews will be four to five person 
crews assembling one or more latrine buildings.  The first event of each construction period will be a 
demonstration of the assembly effort. The work is a bit different but you know the drill ± planned 
effort, working by teams, maximum attention to safety, plenty of food and sleep, and a great feeling 
about helping make things better for our Scouts. 

The registration form will be on the NCAC website shortly; individuals are certainly
welcome to sign up but obviously a four or five person team is a great way to spend the weekend so 
team sign ups are encouraged. Just like the work at Tiak, this work requires some physical ability so 
please ask questions first if any potential members of your team have some limitations - it might be 
best if they help with some support tasks as we anticipate a full schedule of solid work just to 
complete the tasks. Somewhat like the Tiak event this one is evolving and more information will 
follow shortly. 

It is understandable that this might not fit your personal calendar but each of you knows first 
hand what a great crew of workers can accomplish in a short period of time given a little planning
and solid work effort. We are working hard on the planning; come help with the work if you can or 
help spread the word and we'll get this task completed just like we do on our normal Workends.
